1. To review all publications (print and electronic) and other communications programs of the Association and to recommend improvements concerning costs, pricing, marketing and related areas
Minimum Expectations for Current Year:

1. Provide oversight of ALISE publications, working with the editors of the Membership Directory, Journal of Education for Library and Information Science, and the ALISE Statistical Report

2. Review and make recommendations regarding the Association's web based communications, including the website and social media
3. Review the Association's publications program as a benefit of membership and recommend areas for development in support of the strategic goals

4. Review costs, pricing and marketing of ALISE publications

Major Accomplishments: 

1. The Committee approved and the Board of Directors finalized the decision to choose the proposal from DEStech to be the editor of the online JELIS.


2. The Chair has supported JELIS editor-designate, Peta Wellstead as she is transitioning to her full editorship roles, including in choosing members of her Editorial Board.  The Committee is pleased that she has selected an international group of respected professionals.


3. Worked with the Board of Directors, Peta, and DEStech to plan and budget for additional issues in 2014 in order to clear some of the publishing backlog.


Action Areas Pending:

1. Full implementation of the pieces of the online Web site for JELIS.  Meetings with the editor and DEStech will take place at the Annual Conference in a week or so.


2. Final decision on whether/how JELIS will be made available on paper for individuals in developing countries (at a small additional cost to compensate for the extra expenses of publishing-on-demand.
3. Centennial Celebration and JELIS participation.  Several options have been discussed and a final decision needs to be made.
Issues of Concern:

1. The Chair is charged by the Board to work with Peta in 2014 and review her monthly reports. So far no reports have been received (but the time period has been short and has included the December holidays. Peta has copied the Chair on Editorial Board communications; this is not really an issue of concern—simply an area to be monitored.
2. At their fall 2013 meeting, the Board of Directors, decided to transfer the work of the Website - Redesign Task Force to the publications committee.  The committee needs more information about this initiative in order to carry on with it.
3. Another Board action was to have DesTech give the board a firm proposal for a backend journal management system for JELIS in time for its November Call anticipating a start date no later than January 2014. The Committee needs to be brought up to date on this initiative. 
4. The Board also approved having DesTech give the Board a full proposal for publishing JELIS online in time for the board’s January 2014 meeting with a publication start date of January 2015.  The Committee needs to be brought up to date on this initiative.
