1. To review all publications (print and electronic) and other communications programs of the Association and to recommend improvements concerning costs, pricing, marketing and related areas
Minimum Expectations for Current Year:

1. Provide oversight if ALISE publications, working with the editors of the Membership Directory, Journal of Education for Library and Information Science, and the ALISE Statistical Report

2. Review and make recommendations regarding the Association's web based communications, including the newsletter and the web site

3. Review the Association's publications program as a benefit of membership and recommend areas for development in support of the strategic goals

4. Review costs, pricing and marketing of ALISE publications

Major Accomplishments: 

1. Assisted President Melissa Gross in writing the call for JELIS editor.


2. Identified many problems in regard to usability, functionality, and appeal of the ALISE Web site.     

Action Areas Pending:

1. The committee is waiting for a report from the Task Force considering an online version of JELIS and whether or not it should be OA. Committee members are ready to comment on the ideas presented.


2. Committee is considering additional social media (e.g., flipboard--an iPad application to aggregate news) to supplement Facebook and Twitter which are already established for ALISE

Issues of Concern:

1. The Committee remains concerned about the state of the ALISE Web site and our ability to tweak it satisfactorily; a major redesign seems overdue.

2. The Committee remains concerned about the absence of a discussion list to complement Jesse which would facilitate information dissemination and exchange of ideas among members.
3. Papers at ALISE conferences are ephemeral unless submitted to and accepted in JELIS. All of the conference papers should be available at the time of or soon after the conference.     



Recommendations to the Board (if any):
1. The Committee recommends that a thorough analysis of the ALISE Web site be conducted by a qualified professional, with the goal of redesigning it to be more informative, usable, functional, and appealing. Once the expert Web designer/information architect is contracted for this task, the Committee will work with him/her and will submit a list of specific recommendations, but expects the expert to execute the redesign. 
2. The Committee endorses the idea of an ALISE Proceedings, as a way to induce more contributors to present their research at the conference; a refereed, published document has much more “value” for tenure and promotion than a conference paper, and recommends that the Board authorize payment for a consultant to conduct a feasibility study and prepare a report.
